Approval of the Town Manager’s Appointment of Ruth Noble as Town Clerk effective September 10, 2007 
Item # 133
Consideration of a Request from the Obama for ME Committee to have an event at Fort Williams Park on September 25, 2007 
The recommendation of the Fort Williams Advisory Commission on the Obama for ME event is as follows: :
On a 5-1 vote, FWAC approved a political rally for Senator Barack Obama on 9/25/07 from 5:30PM to 6:15PM  subject to the following requirements.

    -Due to the limited details being available, the Maine for Obama Committee must designate a local Coordinator to work out the logistics and requirements with Bob Malley and Neil Williams.

    -Time frame: start set-up at 1:00P and breakdown and clean-up completed by 8:00PM
    -If the event committee is unable or unwilling to meet any of Bob's or Neil's requirements, the approval for the event will be withdrawn.

    -The event organizers will be responsible for all costs related to the event, and will reimburse

    the town for any expenses (Public Safety, Public Works, etc) incurred within 30 days of receipt of  an itemized invoice.

    -All activities, other than parking, will be limited to the parade field by the bleachers.

    -The Park will not be closed to the public during the event.

    -It is intended that the event will be concluded prior to darkness.

    -Approval of the event is not considered an endorsement of the candidate.

Manager’s Comments:

The sun sets at 6:33 p.m. on September 25th. 

Town Council approvals should not include references to specific department heads. (Article II, Sec. 4 of the Charter) 
The town manager’s suggested motion is as follows:

The Cape Elizabeth Town Council approves the use of Fort Williams Park by the Obama for ME Committee subject to the following :

The Obama for ME Committee may utilize the parade ground for a political rally on September 25, 2007 beginning with setup at noon and with clean-up completed by 8:00 p.m. All logistical details and requirements involving the use of the property shall be approved by the town manager or by his designees.  The Obama committee shall designate a single representative to be the liaison with the Town for this event.   Other representatives of Obama for ME shall work through the liaison. The town manager may at his sole discretion revoke this approval if municipal conditions of approval and other municipal requirements are not met. The park shall remain fully open to the public on September 25, 2007 during its customary hours except that a secured area in the immediate vicinity of the parade ground shall be for the exclusive use of this event. The Obama for ME committee is responsible for all costs associated with this event and shall deposit with the town manager a certified check for all estimated municipal costs no later than September 20, 2007. A final settlement of all costs shall occur within 7 days of the event.   Approval of this event is not to be construed as an endorsement of any candidate or of any political party.
