Case Summary:  This proposal is to make official the name Dyer Brook for a 1.7 km (1.0 mi.) long tributary of an unnamed tributary to Spurwink River in Cumberland County, ME. The stream is to be named for William Dyer (1768-1844), Nathaniel Dyer (1771-1837) and James Dyer (1721-1797). William and Nathaniel Dyer owed land on which the stream is located and James Dyer owned land just to the east of the Nathaniel Dyer property. The proponent reports that the name is not in local usage, but also reports that there is no opposition to the name. The proponent currently owns land on the stream and reports that his house is believed to be the oldest remaining house in Cape Elizabeth and was built by William Dyer. A search of GNIS for the name “Dyer” returned 46 entries, nine of which are in Cumberland County. There are four Dyer Brooks listed in GNIS: three streams (one in Adroscoggin County 47 km (29 mi),one in Somerset County 148 km (98 mi.) and one in Aroostook County 314 km (195 mi.) away). There is also one ppl named Dyer Brook in Aroostook County 323 km (201 mi). There is one Dyer River (variant name Dyer Brook) located in Lincoln County 74 km (46 mi.) away.
