Citizens’ Discussion of Items Not on the Agenda 

Item # 111-2008      
School Budget   
The town manager proposes there be a public hearing on the proposed Fiscal Year 2009 School Budget on Monday, August 18, 2008 at 7:30 p.m. following which the Town Council would consider the recommendation of the Cape Elizabeth School Board for a 5.3% expenditure increase in the school budget for Fiscal Year 2009 from the budget level of Fiscal Year 2008.  The town manager further proposes that on August 18, 2008, the Town Council approve a revised school budget and authorize a budget validation vote to occur on Tuesday, September 2, 2008.  It is also proposed that the Town Council request the town manager to work with his staff to immediately begin accepting applications for absentee ballots, to have absentee ballots ready for voting on August 19, 2008, to provide that the tax commitment will occur on September 3, 2008 pursuant to the school consolidation law and the assessment statutes of the State of Maine and to have October 2, 2008 as the first of two tax due dates for Fiscal Year 2009 with second being on April 2, 2009. 
The Town Council should also determine as part of this agenda item whether or not to include an advisory question on the ballot identical or similar to the advisory question on the ballot   of the two previous budget validation votes.  (too high or to low) . This needs to be resolved so that the printing of absentee ballots may begin.

Proposed Technical Amendments to Comprehensive Plan  
It is proposed to approve the amendments to the comprehensive plan as outlined in a memorandum from the town planner dated June 26, 2008. 

Item # 113-2008      
Proposed Amendments to Miscellaneous Offences Ordinance  

Chapter 12 of the Town Ordinances has not been revised for some time. The Ordinance Committee recommends a public hearing be set for September 8, 2008 at 7:30 p.m. at the Cape Elizabeth Town Hall on the proposed amendments to the ordinance.  It is proposed to correct a few reference errors and to update penalty provisions. The Fort Williams Park section of the ordinance is also recommended for updating. The proposed changes include a permit procedure for weddings attracting over 20 persons, a commercial filming permit provision, a smoking ban and a penalty provision for not following the regulations.

Proposed Amendments to Floodplain Management Ordinance  

The code enforcement officer prepared a proposed updated flood plain ordinance which is part of Charter 6 of the Code of Ordinances. The Ordinance Committee reviewed the draft and recommends a public hearing be set for September 8, 2008 at 7:30 p.m. at the Cape Elizabeth Town Hall on the proposed amendments to the ordinance
Item # 115-2008      
Town Council Rules   

One of the Town Council goals is to develop a protocol for responding to citizen comments. This goal related to that portion of the agenda for discussing citizens concerns of items not on the agenda. As any clarification of procedure should be placed in the Town Council Rules and as the rules have not been extensively reviewed in many years, it is proposed that the Town Council Chairman be authorized to appoint a committee of three Town Council members to review the Town Council Rules.  If this is approved, the Town Council Chairman has indicated that the immediate past chairman, the Finance Committee Chairman and the current Town Council Chairman would be appointed. The committee would report back to the Town Council at an upcoming meeting.
