State law (Title 21-A Section 101.2) requires the municipal officers to appoint a qualified registrar* by January 1st of each odd-numbered year. The appointment is for 2 years and until a successor is appointed and sworn. 
Currently Debra Lane is the registrar with a term expiring January 1, 2013.

I recommend Debra M. Lane for a new term as registrar  to expire on  January 1, 2015.

 

*The definition of qualified registrar is U.S. citizen, 18 years of age, Maine resident but not required to be a resident of the municipality unless required by municipal charter or ordinance. The registrar may not be an employee of a party or candidate and may not be an officer of a municipal, county or state party committee. In the electoral division in which the registrar is appointed, the registrar may not hold or be a candidate for any state or county office, be a treasurer for a candidate or be a municipal officer as defined by Title 30-A Section 201 (e.g. selectman/councilor/mayor).
